The following transcript is from the end of my interview with Marti Harvey this morning:

me: On your application, you list a misdemeanor from 1995 for marijuana possession. But I pulled the police report, and there is none from 1995.
Harvey: I put it on the application and it was there, so.

me: It said that the arrest was at the end of ’96, and there was a court case in ’97. So, I wondered where the ’95 came from.

Harvey: Um, I think it was in ’95. It was, I believe, in December of ’95. But I tell you what, that’s really, that’s a long time ago, and it really has no bearing on my job, so I really won’t comment any further on it.

me: You don’t think a judge saying that “evidence substantiates guilt” and triple beam scales and illegal behavior is relevant?

Harvey: No, I don’t.

me: Okay, fair enough. Then that’s all I had.
